TARA

Wartime allied imagery intelligence was 
headquartered at the Allied Central Interpretation 
Unit, RAF Medmenham, in Buckinghamshire. 
Although seemingly overshadowed in modern 
writings by the important signals intelligence work 
conducted at the Bletchley Park Government Code 
and Cypher School, the imagery analysis undertaken 
at ACIU had far-reaching implications for the conduct 
of the war, informing the planning of practically 
every operation and every aspect of intelligence. 

During the immediate post-war period, one of the 
major tasks for ACIU was the plotting and analysis 
of captured Luftwaffe reconnaissance photography. 
What had not been destroyed, or captured by the 
Soviets, was discovered by the British and Americans 
across Germany, including at Berchtesgaden, where 
attempts had been made to burn it. The joint UK/US 
work on this imagery provided vital intelligence on 
Eastern Europe and the Soviet Union during the early 
Cold War years before satellite imagery. This key 
NATO asset was declassified and released to Keele 
University in the early 1990s, after the fall of the 
Soviet Union.

By the end of the war in 1945, millions of aerial 
reconnaissance images of the world had been 
accumulated at the ACIU giving a visual record of 
this tumultuous period. Interest in the wider use 
of this imagery for teaching and research purposes 
grew amongst many of the university academics who 
had been wartime photographic interpreters. There 
followed a long series of discussions in the late 1950s 
headed by Professor Stanley Beaver of the University 
College of North Staffordshire (now Keele University) 
with the Air Ministry which led to the transfer of 
5.5 million ACIU reconnaissance photographs of 
Western Europe to Keele over a 14 month period in 
the early 1960s. This transfer was just the beginning. 
The importance and value of the imagery had been 

recognised, and its wider use away from military 
intelligence had been established. Further deposits 
followed with the transfer of the Mediterranean 
Allied Photo Reconnaissance Wing Archive (MAPRW) 
from the Pitt Rivers Museum, Oxford University, in 
the 1980s, and since 2004, following technological 
and organisational changes within the MOD, 
millions of aerial images dating from 1938 to 1989 
of locations throughout the world have been 
declassified and released (the JARIC archive). 

To curate an archive on this scale presents a number 
of challenges and one of these is to open up access 
to researchers. Indices and finding aids for this vast 
collection do not always exist and there are whole 
areas of TARA where the content is unknown. In 
recent years, there has been a major cataloguing 
and digitisation programme to develop improved 
finding aids to the ACIU archive and these will now 
be accessible via the RCAHMS search room and a 
newly introduced paid search service. Cataloguing 
and digitisation will remain an ongoing task and 
all opportunities for externally funded projects to 
support such activities will be explored. Significant 
work has also been undertaken to harmonise and 
develop the finding aids used to search for imagery 
of Scotland. Instead of relying on staff to undertake 
a coversearch, visitors will for the first time be able 
to carry out their own searches for Scottish imagery. 

Key to opening up access and the encouragement 
of education use will be the development of an 
online resource. A website (aerial.rcahms.gov.uk) 
will provide detailed descriptions of the component 
archives, available services, and access to a 
steadily growing number of downloadable 
geo‑referenced images. 

TARA is currently attracting a wide base of users. 
However, for decades the ACIU archive has been 
mainly used by European bomb-disposal experts as a 
means of locating unexploded ordnance. Landscape 
historians and environmentalists, including 
archaeologists, foresters and military historians, are 
another key sector, with recorded use by lawyers, 
computer-games manufacturers and the relatives 
of deceased Allied airmen interested in locating 
remains for repatriation and burial. 

a largely untapped 
resource with incredible 
potential for education 
and research

Beyond this TARA is a largely untapped resource 
with incredible potential for further development 
to open up access for education and research. 
The archive predates the rapid urbanisation, 
mechanisation of agriculture and industrialisation 
that have been such a feature of the second 
half of the twentieth century and is therefore 
a fundamental source for any archaeologist or 
landscape historian. Its potential extends to those 
researching family history, teachers in a range of 
curriculum areas, military historians, town and 
country planners, geologists and conservationists 
across Europe and indeed many parts of the world. 
The potential of the TARA collection for use in all 
these areas is, as yet, completely undeveloped.

With such a significant growth of TARA, the physical 
management of the collection and control of the 
movement of material had become complicated. To 
help with this, and prior to the move to RCAHMS, 
a major bar coding programme was successfully 
completed allowing every item to be precisely 
located and any movement monitored. Every print 
or negative digitised undergoes a preservation 
process as a matter of routine, and a gradual 
transfer of the collection into archival quality 
enclosures is underway. 

TARA is a living memorial to the military personnel 
involved in photographic reconnaissance and 
photographic intelligence work, in particular to 
the many reconnaissance pilots and aircrew who 
lost their lives. The imagery played a pivotal role in 
planning many of the key military operations of the 
twentieth century and informed UK Government 
foreign policy. In a wider sense it has a significant 
memorial status given the many key moments 
of world history it records. It is also an archive of 
international importance, and at an European 
level its holdings are recognised as a significant, 
irreplaceable and unique component of a shared 
European heritage, the use and importance of 
which will continue to grow as RCAHMS rises to the 
challenge to improve accessibility, online access, and 
to develop an active programme of interpretation 
and promotion.

Following the formal business meeting, the Commissioners had 
the opportunity to consider a display of recent additions to the 
collections, including material related to the area which would be 
visited in the course of the following two days. The adoption of 
responsibility for The Aerial Reconnaissance Archives in April 2008 
was illustrated through a selection of photographs from this very 
substantial collection. A visit to Skirling House near Biggar, which 
was designed by the architect Ramsay Traquair, formed a focus for 
a discussion of a potential research project on the Arts and Crafts 
movement, drawing on the major collections in this field held 
by RCAHMS. 

The engagement with communities in the recording of historic 
rural settlement sites through the Scotland’s Rural Past project was 
explored during a meeting with one of the teams of volunteers at 
the site of Threipmuir on the lower slopes of the Pentland Hills. The 
potential approaches to urban landscapes and their characterisation 

were discussed while overlooking the small town of Innerleithen. 
The redevelopment of the Waverley Line, and the need to 
document its surviving structures, led to the decision to treat it as a 
linear monument, allowing all bridges, stations and other physical 
features to be extracted, if desired, from the database under 
one heading.

The Treasured Places Project has been a major focus for the 
celebration of the Centenary. Part of the project involved a series 
of workshops, designed to appeal to different sections of the 
community in different areas of Scotland. The Commissioners met 
pupils at the Robert Owen Memorial Primary School in Lanark, 
where a workshop on the architecture of places of worship had 
been held, and an array of model versions produced. The Field 
Meeting concluded with a visit to the Scottish Mining Museum in 
Newtongrange, the subject of the RCAHMS drawing which the 
public had voted as representing Scotland’s most Treasured Place.

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ACCESSIONS

One of the most significant accessions was a 
bequest of a collection of notes relating to Scottish 
architects and buildings from the estate of Sir 
Howard Colvin, architectural historian and RCAHMS 
Commissioner from 1976 to 1989. In addition to 
this, RCAHMS also acquired from the estate an 
unexecuted design for St Andrew’s and St George’s 
Church, George Street, Edinburgh, c1780. The 
building is not named on the drawing, and before 
it was recognised by Colvin, it was thought to be 
of St Martin-in-the-Fields in London, designed by 
James Gibbs.

Another accession of considerable interest is a set of 
sketchbooks compiled by the Free Church minister 
Reverend Alexander Gardner in the 1880s and 1890s. 
Rev Gardner does not appear to have been settled 
in any one parish, but to have spent his brief career 
offering ministerial support to vacant parishes 
throughout the country. This is reflected in his 
sketchbooks, which record numerous Free Churches 
and manses, several of which no longer stand, or 
else have been substantially altered.

Noteworthy architectural drawings acquired include 
a watercolour perspective view of the High School, 
Stirling, by the Hays of Liverpool, c1855, and a set of 
six drawings for the now demolished and replaced 
Harris Academy, Dundee, by David Maclaren, 1883. 

The work of more recent architects is represented 
by material relating to the work of Edward Taylor, 
which features a number of projects relating 
to tourism and education throughout Scotland 
from 1986 to 2008. The Appleton Partnership 
also donated recent work featuring residential, 
educational and performing arts buildings from 
1974 to 2000. 

Archaeological accessions span a wide range of both 
media and subject matter, from oil paintings to 
databases, and from Dark Age middens to Second 
World War airfields. The majority comprise archives 
from archaeological investigations carried out by 
professional units in advance of development, 
and range from desk-based assessments and 
simple watching briefs to full-scale excavations 
and building recording. These archives reflect a 
significant increase in the use of digital media. The 
scope of the collection has also been broadened 
with the accession of a large number of archives 
from maritime excavations and surveys, including 
not only notes, photographs and drawings, but also 
print-outs of sonar scans.

Accessions
One hundred years of creating and collecting has resulted in the important and fascinating 
archive held by RCAHMS today. The Collection is recognised internationally and continues to 
grow with the further acquisition of material. In 2008–9 some 128,000 items were deposited, 
which all contribute to a greater understanding of a changing Scotland.

Turning to more traditional media, oil paintings of 
archaeological subjects are comparatively unusual. 
However, RCAHMS has acquired two examples by 
the nineteenth century topographical artist William 
Barry. A view of a group of stones is now recognised 
as the stone row at Dumgoyach, Stirling, and 
probably dates to c1880. This is the earliest known 
view of the monument, and shows it in significantly 
more intact condition than later views. How much 
this is a true record of the site and how much in the 
artist’s eye is yet to be established. A topographical 
watercolour view of Dumbarton Rock by William 
Barry dating to c1878 was also accessioned. Barry 
was an Edinburgh based photographer and artist 
who in the latter years of his career concentrated on 
landscape painting.

The Survey of Private Collections has been fortunate 
in having the opportunity to copy an extensive 
collection relating to Glen House in the Scottish 
Borders, comprising photographs of the interior, 
exterior and estate, plus drawings for executed and 
proposed alterations from 1850 onwards. Other 
borrowed material copied included drawings of the 
Castle Inn, Greenlaw, by James Cunningham, 1829; 
a plan of the steading at Courthill Farm, Scottish 
Borders, c1850, and a collection of glass slides of 
vernacular buildings and ecclesiastical sites in Argyll 
and the Western Isles, c1900.

Recent acquisitions to the Historic Books collection 
highlight the city of Glasgow and the kingdom of 
Fife. Two books on Glasgow provide an interesting 
contrast of style reflecting the dates of their 
production, Sketches of the History of Glasgow 
produced by James Pagan (1811–1870), editor and 

managing proprietor of the Glasgow Herald in 1847; 
and Glasgow in 1901 illustrated by Muirhead Bone 
(1876–1953), a well known watercolourist with text 
by James Hamilton Muir. The expressionistic lively 
images of city life featured in the latter contrast 
with the formal page layouts and the carefully 
observed illustrations of the former.

The Kingdom of Fife, calotyped, 1860, was 
produced by an early pioneer of photography, 
Thomas Rodger (1832–1883), who opened the 
first photographic studio in St Andrews, around 
the middle of the nineteenth century. He initially 
produced images using the calotype positive/
negative process introduced in 1841. Within a 
few years new processes were invented and the 
calotype was out of fashion, so the book offers 
an opportunity to view images produced in this 
unusual way. The images show daily life at this time 
including the fishermen of St Monance laying out 
their nets, an artist sketching Ravenscraig Castle, 
and Loch Leven Castle seen from the churchyard. 
Fife is also represented by City development: a 
study of parks, gardens and culture-institutes, a 
report to the Carnegie Dunfermline Trust written 
by Patrick Geddes (1854 –1932) and published in 
1904. It provides a unique insight into the process 
of planning Pittencrieff Park, considered by many 
to be one of Scotland’s finest landscaped public 
parks. The report is also a valuable record of the 
philosophies of Geddes at a crucial stage in their 
development. 

A number of items were donated in memory of Neil 
Cameron, architectural investigator with RCAHMS 
from 1987 to 2008, by his family. The collection of 
books and pamphlets reflects Neil’s interest in the 
history of architecture and includes off-prints of 
articles he wrote for a variety of journals.

The Earl of Wemyss and March 
The Earl of Wemyss and March, 
Chairman of RCAHMS from 
1949 to 1985, died in December 
2008 at the age of 96. We were 
delighted to welcome him to 
John Sinclair House in February 
2008 to attend the celebrations to 
mark the Centenary of RCAHMS. 
As one of only eight people to 
hold the position of Chairman 
in the history of RCAHMS, his 36 
years in post were some of the 
most significant for the post-war 
expansion and development of 
the organisation. He oversaw 
the publication of no fewer 
than ten Inventories, the setting 
of standards for survey and 
recording, the integration of 
the Scottish National Buildings 
Record, the establishment of 
threatened buildings and aerial 

survey programmes, and the 
development of public access 
to information about the past 
through the formation of the 
National Monuments Record of 
Scotland. 

In a life committed to Scotland 
and its heritage, Lord Wemyss 
was also Chairman of the 
National Trust for Scotland from 
1946 to 1969 and President 
from 1967 to 1991. Other public 
appointments included the 
Royal Commission on Historical 
Manuscripts from 1975 to 1988, 
representing the Queen on 
three occasions as Lord High 
Commissioner to the General 
Assembly of the Church of 
Scotland and in 1966 he became 
a Knight of the Thistle.

Alastair MacLaren, former Head 
of Archaeology and General 
Editor at RCAHMS, died at the 
age of 83 in February 2009. He 
joined the Commission in 1956 
as an Archaeological Investigator 
but, for a short time before 
that, he had been a classics 
teacher – valuable experience 
for helping to train the next 
generations of Investigators to 
express themselves clearly and 
in unambiguous prose. In 1943, 
as a young man, he undertook 
National Service in the Royal 
Scots and fought his way from 
Normandy to Berlin, after which 
he read classics at Cambridge and, 
subsequently, archaeology under 
Stuart Piggott at Edinburgh.

His early work included survey in 
Stirlingshire, combined with the 
Survey of Marginal Land, followed 
by Peeblesshire and Lanarkshire, 

but by far his longest stint of 
fieldwork took him back to Argyll, 
the county of his birth, where he 
made a major contribution to all 
seven volumes as Investigator and 
latterly as Editor.

In the 1970s and 1980s, Alastair 
oversaw the work of the 
Archaeology Division during a 
period of rapid expansion and 
change. He provided sound 
guidance to his colleagues, while 
at the same time encouraging 
the younger Investigators to 
expand their own experience 
and knowledge. Following 
the tradition established by 
Angus Graham and Kenneth 
Steer, he set high standards 
for survey and written work, 
and, in collaboration with Ian 
Scott, refined the site plans and 
drawings that add so much to the 
value of Commission publications.

After 30 years of service to the 
Commission, Alastair retired in 
1986 to devote more time to his 
family, especially his wife Moira, 
the classics, P G Wodehouse, 
military band music and 
model soldiers.
